The secret used to be that children who were inappropriately
touched or even assaulted kept that information to themselves in part because adults did not
talk about it. HAVEN commissioned One of Us Films to find a way to start the conversation
between kids and adults and the resulting film Daisy Tells a Secret now has four awards to its
credit.
